- No published results = completely lost work, time & money

For scientists themselves

- Natural law has no political borders
- To attract attention to own studies

- To get satisfaction from own work
- To finish the work

On the next level
- To affect development of science according to own image.
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Why Not To Publish in poor Journals?

* One material is allowed to publish once

only!

* Your paper will be read very seldom
